On August 13, 2006, the single and
video premiered at The International AIDSConference in Toronto, ON in front of 30,000 delegates. Snce its
premier, the music video has been in medium rotation on Much Music and the single plac ed #2 on the
Canadian Music Charts.

The Song for Africa documentary willbe fimed in Kenya thisJuly and August. Several of the participating
musicians from the single including lan D'sa from Billy Talent and Choclair will travelto Kenya with Ataman
and a professional video crew in orderto capture the everyday storiesthat often do not get told. The
musicians will also assist in the construction of a mobile AIDSclinic and take partin some of CARE Canad a(s
recent initiativesin Kibera/ Kenya. The documentary will serve as a vehicle to present the AIDScrisisin a
different light to Canad aByoung people.
